The defending ArenaCup Champion Tennessee Valley Vipers have made two more additions for the
upcoming 2009 season.

Prior to his af2 experience with the Conquest, Bocage spent three seasons with the USC Trojans and was part of the 2003
and 2004 National Championship teams.
